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A local elementary school teacher brought little JuJu to us as an emergency case. This little kitten was so brave!   She endured numerous x-ray, bandage changes and examinations during her treatment.

And with all her discomfort, JuJu is still a happy, loving kitten.  She scoots around dragging her cast to jump and play.  She has a healthy appetite and uses the sandbox on her own.  JuJu relishes any hugs, kisses and general fussing over that she can get.
